Constitution of Japan League for 2010
Founding Date: August 2003

Article 1. Name


The name of this Society shall be known as Japan League

Article 2. Purpose


The purpose of the Japan League shall be to have weekly showings of 
historical/artistic Japanese films and television programs; and to promote 
ECU’s diverse culture and the Asian Studies program.

Article 3. Members


Section 1. The membership of Japan League shall be open only to 
registered East Carolina University students, faculty, and staff. There will 
be no discrimination of race, sex, creed, age, veteran status, sexual 
orientation, or disability with regards to the purpose of the organization.


Section 2. Any registered ECU student, staff or faculty member shall be 
eligible for membership, provided that they have attended at least four 
meetings.


Section 3. Japan League does not collect dues or have fees of any kind. 
Only donations are accepted.

Article 4. Officers


Section 1. The officers of Japan League shall be President, Vice-
President, Speaker, and the Adviser. These officers shall perform the 
duties required by these bylaws and by the parliamentary authority 
adopted by this society.


A. President


1. Registers the Japan League with Student Leadership.


2. Is responsible for setting up and running meetings, and must be at least 
15 minutes early to all meetings when possible.


3. Responds to member feedback.


4. Delegates responsibilities.


5. Handles emergency situations.


6. Moderates discussions and officers' work.


B. Vice President


1. Takes over in the absence of the President


2. Seeks SGA membership/funding.


3. Is responsible for planning and running fund raising events.


4. Manages attendance rolls and officer elections.


C. Speaker


1. Manages the Japan League advertisement including newspaper 
announcements, flier distribution, website, and mailing list.


D. Adviser


1. The organization will elect a member of the ECU faculty or staff to serve 
as an Adviser.


2. The Adviser will supervise officer elections and film schedules.


Section 2. Election Rules


1. To protect the continuity of the organization, only registered ECU 
upperclassman (at least sophomore class) can run for an office position.


Students must also be in a good academic and social standing, and can 
not be on academic probation.

2. The officers shall be elected by ballot to serve for one year until their 
successors are elected, and their term of office shall begin at the close of 
the annual meeting at which they are elected.


3. Elections must be announced four weeks ahead of time.


4. Only members who have come to at least four meetings and are 
registered ECU students are eligible to vote.


5. Each candidate may have up to ten minutes on the election day for a 
speech before the voting begins.


6. The polls will remain open for the entire election meeting.


7. If an election ends up with a tie, the adviser will cast a tie breaking vote. 
If for some reason the advisor can not be present for this meeting, one of 
the officers will forfeit their ballot in order to prevent a further draw in 
voting.

8. At any time any member may call for a vote of no confidence for any 
officer. Upon a ¾ majority vote (or on the orders of the adviser) an election 
for that position will take place in two weeks. (All other election rules still 
apply).

9. In the event of the President leaving, the Vice-President will assume the 
position; all other pressing vacancies will be filled by a special election in 
two weeks. (All other election rules still apply.)


10. Students have the right to organize themselves in groups when 
running for office.

Article 5. Meetings

Section 1. Regular meetings are held every Tuesday and Thursday at 5:00PM to 8:00pm in the Bate Building. 

Section 2. The last regular meeting of the year shall be known as the 
planning meeting and shall be for the purpose of electing officers, and for 
any other business that may arise.


Section 3. Special meetings can be called by the President or the elective
officers and shall call upon the written request of the members of Japan 
League, the purpose of which shall be stated in the call. Except in cases 
of emergency, at least three days notice shall be given.


Section 4. Fifty percent of the members of Japan League plus one shall 
constitute a quorum. A quorum must be present to hold a meeting.
Article 6. The Executive Board


Section 1. The Executive Board shall consist of the officers of Japan 
League.


Section 2. The Executive Board is responsible for all Japan League’s 
operations.


Section 3. Regular meetings of the Japan League Officers will take place at 
least once a month.
Article 7. Special Rules


1. The League may never charge its members dues.


2. Funding providers can dictate how their funds are to be used; the 
President has the right to refuse the funding on that basis.


3. Before any money is spent for weekly operations there must be a 
majority vote approving it unless there is an emergency.


4. If films are purchased they must be donated to Joyner Library at the 
end of the semester.


5. All fund raising operations must comply with ECU rules and NC State 
laws.


6. All programming schedules are to be made up by the officers with input 
from the members.

7. All programming schedules must have the advisor's approval.


8. The Japan League does not show pornographic films.


9. There is to be no loitering outside the meeting room if the room is in a 
classroom building.


10. The only rules that govern the Japan League are the one’s written in 
this document, all other policy decisions are temporary and limited to the 
current administration.


11. This document must always be posted on the League's web page.


12. If a member at a meeting wishes to quote this document, they must 
have a copy of it in their hand.


13. The programming content must consist of at least 50% live action or 
theatrical content.


14. Japan League is not an anime club. All programming must be 
somewhat educational about Japan. Programming that is solely 
educational about anime (historic in terms of anime), and/or solely 
educational about popular culture does not apply. 


15. Japan League does not condone hazing of any kind.


16. “Members are free to leave and dissociate without fear of retribution or 
harassment”. 
Article 8. Amendments


To amend this document there must be a 2/3 majority vote by the 
members and there must be 3/4 of the members present.


All normal voting rules apply to amendments.
